INTRODUCTION

The Institute is financed and administered by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, through the Directorate General of Health Services, New Delhi.

2.   
DETAILS OF COURSE

2.1.
B.Sc.(MLT): It is a three-year degree course and will have only full time students.

2.2
B.Sc.(Nursing): It is a four year degree course and will have only full time students.

2.3.
The classes shall begin in August, 2007. The academic year will be divided into two semesters and the University Examinations in all the subjects will be conducted in the middle of November / December and April / May every year.

2.4.
A candidate shall be eligible for the award of the degree of Bachelor of Science in Medical Laboratory Technology and Bachelor of Science in Nursing, when he/she has undergone the prescribed course of study for a period of not less than three years and four years respectively and has passed the prescribed examinations in all the subjects.

2.5.
The Institute is affiliated to the Pondicherry University and recognized for the B.Sc. (Medical Laboratory Technology and Nursing) Degree Courses.

3.3.   
Reservation for Physically Handicapped in B.Sc.(MLT):  1 (one) seat is reserved for Physically Handicapped Candidates on horizontal reservation basis.  Those who have locomotor disability of lower limbs between 50% and 70% are only eligible to apply under this category.  Candidates should submit an attested copy of the Medical Certificate in support of disability as mentioned above at the time of application and if selected they will have to produce the Original Medical Certificate at the time of admission/counseling and he/she also should appear before a Medical Board of this Institute and obtain a valid Disability Certificate prior to admission.  The reservation for Physically Handicapped is according to the availability of eligible candidates. 

3.4.
Reservation for Physically Handicapped in B.Sc.(Nursing):  Two seats are reserved on horizontal reservation basis for candidates with 40% disability of lower limbs.

3.5 
Reservation for Male Candidates in B.Sc.(Nursing): 10% of total seats in 
B.Sc.(Nursing) course are reserved for Male  candidates on horizontal 
reservation basis.

3.6.
If there are no suitable Sponsored / Nominated candidates, the seats will be filled from the General Category for B.Sc.(MLT) Course.
3.7
If sufficient numbers of eligible OBC / SC / ST candidates are not available the seats remaining unfilled shall be filled by eligible candidates from General category. 

4.        ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION

4.1.
An applicant for admission to the B.Sc. (Medical Laboratory Technology & Nursing) Degree Course shall be a Resident Indian National.

4.2.
Age: Candidates should have completed the age of 17 years on or before 31st December, 2007 i.e. they should have been born on or before 1st January, 1991.

4.3. 
Educational Qualification: The applicant should have passed Higher Secondary Examination (+2) under 10+2+3 pattern of studies with Physics, Chemistry, Biology(Botany & Zoology) and English as subjects of study or Higher Secondary Examination (+2) Vocational Stream with Medical Laboratory Assistant / Nursing or any other equivalent examination at the school or University stage approved by the Pondicherry University as eligible for admission to B.Sc. (MLT & Nursing) Degree Course and should have passed in the subjects Physics, Chemistry, Biology / Botany & Zoology and English individually and should have obtained a minimum of 50% marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry and Biology / Botany & Zoology at the qualifying examination. However, for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe candidates the minimum will be only 40%. The educational qualification and pattern of percentage of marks will also apply to sponsored candidates.

4.4.
Candidates who have appeared or will be appearing for the qualifying examination in March / April, 2007 and whose results have not yet been declared can also apply for admission, if they are otherwise eligible.  They will, however, be admitted to the Institute only if they satisfy the requirement at para.4.1, 4.2 and 4.3 above. 

4.5.
Sponsored Candidates in B.Sc.(MLT): They should have completed a minimum of three years of service as Laboratory Assistant or similar or Higher Post in a laboratory attached to Government Hospital (State / Central) or Medical Teaching Institution / Medical Research Institute.  This condition does not apply for foreign national nominated candidates.

4.5.1.
All the sponsored candidates need to appear for the competitive examination conducted by this Institute to qualify for admission.

4.5.2
Nominated Candidates in B.Sc.(MLT): Foreign Nationals are nominated by Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India.  These candidates need not appear for entrance examination of this Institute if only two candidates are nominated by MH&FW. If more than two candidates are nominated, they have to appear for the Entrance Examination and according to merit two candidates will be selected.

APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION

HOW TO APPLY

The application should be submitted in the form attached to this prospectus, in original.

2
The last date for receipt of duly filled in applications in the prescribed form is 22nd May, 2007 (TUESDAY).  Applications received after the due date will be summarily rejected.

3
The in-service candidates for B.Sc.(MLT) Course must submit their applications in the prescribed form issued by this office, through their present employer, duly signed in the Forwarding Note as in the application form within the last date.  In case delay is anticipated, they should submit an advance copy (Xerox copy of the Application Form) along with copies of all documents.  If selected for the course, he/she will be permitted to join the course only on receipt of Original Application Form through proper channel and production of relieving order from the present employer, failing which he/she will forfeit his/her candidature.

FILLING APPLICATION FORM

1
All particulars in the Application form should be furnished carefully and legibly.  Hence, candidates are advised to fill up the application form only in CAPITAL LETTERS with black ball point pen. There should not be any correction/smudges in the application form.

2
Applications which are incomplete in required particulars or enclosures will not be considered and no correspondence in this regard will be entertained.

3
In case of OBC/SC/ST, the copy of the recently obtained Community Certificate, issued by the Competent Authority, not below the rank of Tahsildar should be enclosed. 

4
In case of Physically Handicapped Candidates, copy of the Medical Certificate should be enclosed.

5
Candidates are advised to fill up the enclosed acknowledgement card along with application.  
6
The application with the enclosures (Acknowledgement Card and Attested copy of Community Certificate for OBC/SC/ST candidates and copy of the Medical Certificate in case of Physically Handicapped candidates should be enclosed) securely fastened to it should be sent before the last date, superscribed as “Application for Admission to B.Sc. (MLT & Nursing) Degree Course-Session 2007- 08”, and addressed to the Registrar (Academic), JIPMER, Puducherry- 605 006.

6.
METHOD OF SELECTION AND ADMISSION

6.1. All the candidates who have applied for admission (including service / sponsored candidates) and are found eligible must appear for the Entrance Examination at their own cost on 22nd July, 2007 (Sunday) between               10.00 AM and 11.30 AM to be conducted by this Institute.  The examination will be conducted at Puducherry in English Medium only.

6.2. The Admit Card will be sent only to the candidates who fulfill the admission requirements.  No candidate will be allowed to appear for the Entrance Examination unless he/she holds the Admit Card issued by this Office.

6.3. The Admit Card will not be sent to ineligible candidates.  No representation in this regard will be entertained either in correspondence or at the Examination Centre.

6.4. The Institute bears no responsibility for non-receipt of Application/Prospectus or Admit Cards due to loss in transit or on any other ground.

6.5. The Entrance Examination will consist of multiple choice Common questions with one best response type of 100 in the subject in English, Physics, Chemistry, Botany and Zoology, for both the main and Vocational Stream Students.  The duration of examination is one and half hours.

6.6
The correct answer in the Answer sheet should be blackened with Black Ball Point Pen.

6.7.
Each answer with correct response shall be awarded one mark.  Zero mark will be given for the questions not answered.  More than one answer indicated against a question will be deemed as incorrect response and no mark will be given.  There is NO NEGATIVE MARKS.

6.8. A combined merit list will be published for both B.Sc.(MLT) and B.Sc.(Nursing) course among category wise and seats will be allotted in the counseling to be held at JIPMER as per choice according to merit. However, a separate merit list will be prepared for sponsored candidates.
6.9. All General & OBC candidates and Sponsored candidates securing less than 50% marks and Scheduled Caste/Tribe candidates securing les than 40% marks in the Entrance Examination will not be considered for admission to the Institute and their names will not be included in the merit list.

6.10. The candidates selected against the Physically Handicapped quota will be placed in the appropriate category to which he/she belongs (i.e. Open General / OBC / Open SC / Open ST etc.)

6.11. All the candidates will be considered for selection against General Category seats.  Once the General Category seats have been filled according to merit on the basis of performance in the Entrance Examination, the remaining seats under the reserved categories will be filled up by the candidates as per their eligibility according to their merit in the Entrance Examination.


6.12.
In case of candidates who obtained equal marks in the Entrance Examination, the inter-se merit will be based on their performance in the Entrance Examination, by first eliminating English marks and if there is still a tie by eliminating Physics marks and if there is still a tie by eliminating Chemistry marks and if there is still a tie by eliminating Botany marks and if still there is a tie, the candidates older in age will be preferred.

6.13.
Intimation will be sent only to selected candidates.  No correspondence will be entertained in this regard to the non-selected candidates.

6.14.
The selected candidates should produce all the original certificates on the        stipulated dates and medically be fit for admission.

6.15.
The candidates selected for admission should register themselves with the Pondicherry University in the prescribed application form.

6.16. All admissions are provisional and subject to approval by the Pondicherry University.

6.17. Marks obtained in the Entrance Examination by the candidates will be placed in the official website (www.jipmer.edu).
i) Candidates who have studied Nursing in the Vocation Stream will be considered only for B.Sc.(Nursing) Course and not for B.Sc.(MLT) Course.

ii) Candidates who have studied Medical Laboratory Assistant in the Vocation Stream will be considered only for B.Sc.(MLT) Course and not for B.Sc.(Nursing) Course.

Community Certificate from a competent authority if the candidate belongs to Other Backward Class / Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe. 
6. Transfer Certificate from the Head of the Institute last studied.

7.     Medical Certificate in case of Physically Handicapped candidates.

Original Admit Card issued by this Institute.

7.2.2 Admission order issued by this Institute.

7.2.3 Two Passport size copies of identical photograph (recently taken).

If any of the above original certificates is found to be defective, the eligibility for admission will be forfeited.

NOTE:  If the certificates are in any other language except in English, English Translation attested by a Gazetted Officer should be produced.

Each candidate selected for admission will have to pay the fees within the time given to him/her in the admission order failing which his/her admission will be treated as cancelled.

9. 
HOSTEL ACCOMMODATION  

9.1. Separate hostel accommodation is available for boys and girls.  All students should reside in the hostels except those who reside with their parents or approved guardians.

9.2. Applications for accommodation in the hostels should be in the prescribed form alongwith the assurance by the parent or guardian for the good conduct and behaviour of the candidate during his/ her stay in the hostel.  Admission to hostel will be made by the Warden on approval by the Director.

9.3. The rent for hostel accommodation is Rs.193/- per month per candidate in a double room and Rs.198/- per month for a single room and electricity charges at Rs.6/- per month and Rs.7/- per month respectively.

GENERAL DISCIPLINE

10.1.
All students admitted in the Institute shall maintain good conduct, pay the requisite tuition and other fees by due date, attend classes regularly and abide by the regulations of the Institute, failing which their names are liable to be struck off from the rolls of the Institute.  If their attendance and progress are not satisfactory, they will not be permitted to appear for the University Examination.

No stipend will be paid by the Institute to the candidates admitted to        B.Sc. (Medical Laboratory Technology & Nursing) Degree Courses.
11.2. Applicants are advised to send only one application in one cover and not to send more than one application in a single cover.

11.3. Any attempt on the part of the candidate to influence directly or indirectly will be  treated as disqualification

11.4. No individual intimation will be sent to candidates NOT selected and no correspondence on this subject will be entertained.
11.5. In all matters pertaining to the admission, the decision of the Director, JIPMER, Puducherry-6, shall be final.
